PSHE, Citizenship, Sex and Relationships Education and Drugs Education will contribute to the requirements of section 1 of the 1988 Education Reform Act and the school curriculum should be one which:

 ‘promotes the spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development of pupils at the school and in society; and

 prepares such pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of adult life'
Under the 1993 Education Act pupils can be withdrawn by their parents, from part of the sex and relationships education programme that is outside the compulsory elements of sex and relationships education in the National Science Curriculum.

ORGANISATION

PSHE will be co-ordinated by the PSHE leader, in close co-operation with the Key Stage Leaders. Delivery will be:

 as topics

 through planned aspects of science

 addressed occasionally in assembly time

 through pastoral time e.g. circle time

 through small group work

 through SEAL activities

 through story time
Active learning methods which involve pupils’ full participation will be used. Single sex groups will be used as and when deemed appropriate.

The resources used will be made available for parents to view at an annual parents’ meeting. Individual parents can also view resources by contacting the assistant heads direct. Tavistock Community Primary School is committed to working towards equal opportunities in all aspects of school life. All resources and teaching methods used will support this commitment.
At present all members of staff are committed to delivering the PSHE programme who are supported by an in-service training programme. Liaison procedures which facilitate the spiral curriculum development are already in place.
SPECIFIC ISSUES STATEMENTS

General

Confidentiality

Pupils will be made aware that some information cannot be held confidential and that their best interests will be maintained.

Answering difficult questions

Sometimes an individual child will ask an explicit or difficult question in the classroom.  Teachers have been informed that they do not have to answer questions of this nature directly, they can be addressed individually later. The governors support individual teachers in using their discretion and skill in these situations and can refer to the deputy head or headteacher if they are concerned.
Disclosure or suspicion of possible abuse

Devon Country Primary School has a Child Protection policy and procedure for dealing with child sexual abuse based on the LA guidelines and recommendations. This policy is available on request.
Teaching and Outside Agencies

At Tavistock Community Primary School, PSHE lessons will be taught by class teachers and/or Higher Level Teaching Assistants. Outside agencies will be used to support and assist the teachers in the development of the classroom based work. On rare occasions outside agencies may be involved in classroom based work as part of the developmental programme following discussions and negotiation. They will be required to work within the school’s moral framework outlined earlier. Lessons will only have a teaching input from any one other than the class teacher when there a clear enhancement that they can bring. In this instance these sessions will be jointly planned and run jointly between teaching staff and visitors and the class teacher will be present at all times. The schools procedures for working with external agencies and teaching and learning policy will be followed, including criminal record bureau checks.

Complaints Procedures

Any complaints about the PSHE curriculum should be made to the DeputyHead who will report to the governors via the Governors’ Curriculum Committee.

Sex and Relationship Education
Provision for pubertal pupils

Sanitary Disposal Units are located in the cubicles of the girls’ toilets. Girls requiring sanitary protection should approach any female member of staff or go to the school office.
Working with parents and pupil withdrawal procedures

Devon Country Primary School is committed to working with parents. Under the 1993 Education Act pupils can be withdrawn by their parents, from part of the sex and relationships education programme that is outside the compulsory elements of sex and relationships education in the National Science Curriculum. Parents wishing to exercise this right are invited to contact the Deputy Head or Headteacher who will explore the concerns and the possibilities of adjusting the programme or approach. She will discuss the possible impact that withdrawal may have on the pupil and she will talk with the parents about the pupil’s possible negative experiences or feelings that may result from exclusions and ways which these can be minimised. Once a pupil has been withdrawn they cannot participate in sex and relationships education until the request of withdrawal has been removed.

Drugs

Managing Parents/Carers Under the Influence of Drugs on School Premises

Staff will attempt to maintain a calm atmosphere, when dealing with parents/carers under the influence of drugs on school premises. The child’s welfare will be the school’s focus.
Searches

Every effort will be made to persuade a pupil to hand over voluntarily any suspected substance, in the presence of a witness. Searches of property will not be undertaken without prior consent.

Solvent Based Products

The following solvent based products are not allowed on the school premises:

 aerosols (e.g. deodorant)

 solvent based felt tip pens
Tobacco Products

The school adheres to and enforces the local authority no smoking policy

Medication in Schools

All pupils who suffer from asthma will store their inhalers in class bases. Other medication prescribed by a doctor sent to school must be accompanied by a form detailing the medical condition and time and dosage required. Records will be kept of amounts received and dispensed.
Press Statement

The Headteacher, in consultation with D.C.C press office, will issue any statements.

Incidents of Drug Possession

Illegal and other unauthorised drugs are not acceptable within the school boundaries (school premises, grounds and on school journeys).

In the event of a drug related incident the school will:

 Ensure the physical safety of any person involved in the incident

 Securely store any substances (except on school journeys outside the UK)

 Contact the LA Drugs Education Co-ordinator for advice, support and liaison with the police.

School Journeys in the UK (Residential)

Where a pupil is found in possession of drugs during a residential event the following procedures should be adopted:

 Immediate confiscation of the substance found

 School immediately informed and subsequently the parents of the pupil

 DCS Drugs Education Co-ordinator to be informed

 The pupil to be returned to school as soon as possible, if practical

 The school’s drug policy to be activated on the pupil’s return

School Journeys outside the UK

 Immediate confiscation and disposal of the substance (down the toilet) in the

presence of another member of staff

 Inform the school and dcs Drugs Education Co-ordinator as soon as practicable

 Pupil to be kept with a member of staff for the rest of the holiday

 Parents to collect the pupil on return from the holiday

 The school’s drug policy to be activated on the pupil’s return

School Journeys in the UK (non-residential)

Where a pupil is found in possession of drugs during a day trip, the following procedures would be adopted:

 Immediate confiscation of the substance found

 School informed as soon as practicable

 Pupil to be kept with a member of staff for the rest of the day

 Parents to collect pupil on return from field trip

 The school’s drug policy to be activated on the pupil’s return

Disciplinary procedures

The school recognises the need for a progressive response to a drug related incident and will handle each case individually recognising that the future of the pupils involved could be affected by the decision and the subsequent action employed. With this in mind the following hierarchy of disciplinary procedures will be referred to. All incidents will be recorded using the LA drug incidents forms and a copy sent to the LA. The incident will also be recorded in the drug incident book retained by the headteacher.

	Confiscation of the substance, talk to pupil and inform parents

	Solvents – consumption 


	Attend to pupil, administer first aid if necessary. Talk to pupil, inform parent and arrange support through the LA Drugs Education Coordinator

	Class C drugs e.g. cannabis – possession/ consumption


	Confiscation of the substance, inform LA Drugs Education Coordinator.

Talk to pupil and inform parents. 3 day exclusion and agreed school contract.

	Class C drugs e.g. cannabis – dealing


	Confiscation of the substance, inform the LA Drugs Education Coordinator. Talk to pupil and inform parents. Long exclusion. 10 days/permanent exclusion

	Class B drugs e.g. amphetamine – possession/consumption – first offence


	Confiscation of the substance, inform LA Drugs Education Coordinator 

Talk to pupil and inform parents. 3 day exclusion and agreed school contract

	Class B drugs e.g. amphetamine – dealing


	Confiscation of the substance, inform LA Drugs Education Coordinator.

Talk to pupil and inform parents. Long exclusion, 10 days/permanent exclusion

	Class A drugs e.g. heroin –possession/consumption/dealing


	Confiscation of the substance, inform LA Drugs Education Coordinator.

Talk to pupil and inform parents. 

Permanent exclusion.
