Dear Parents/Carers

Foundation Sports Day - Friday 19th June-1.30pm 

We are looking forward to welcoming you all to our Foundation Stage Sports day, when the Reception and Nursery children will join together to take part in races. The Nursery children will run two races and the Reception children four races. 

Almost 100 small children on a field can be difficult to manage and ensure everyone remains safe!  To make sure the event keeps the children safe at all times, runs smoothly and is as enjoyable as possible for the children we would like to set out some clear parameters for parental involvement:
Reception Children:

· Please bring your child to School with sun cream applied and provide them with a sun hat and a water bottle.

· Please make sure they have suitable P.E. kit in school ready for the event.  Our school kit is shorts and a short or long sleeved t-shirt (preferably black shorts and a white t-shirt), trainers or plimsolls.

· Reception children will be led to the field by their teachers and will have set places to sit opposite the seating provided for parents.   Please stay in the parent spectator area during the event.  If children and parents are clear about this rule it helps us to keep all the children safely together in one place and minimises children asking to sit with parents!

· Once the races are complete Reception children may be taken home directly from the field. However, you must inform Mr Bowles or Miss Leakey before you take your child home. Their belongings will need to be collected from the classroom.

Nursery Children:

· Please bring your child to Nursery with sun cream applied and provide them with a sun hat and a water bottle.

·  Please come dressed in clothes and shoes suitable for the sports day events (shorts, t-shirt and trainers or plimsolls).

· Nursery children find it difficult to sit separately from their parents during Sports Day.  If you are able to attend the event please indicate below and come and collect your child from Nursery and take them to the field before 1:25pm.  Once collected we will hand over the responsibility for keeping them safe to you.  
· If your child does not attend Nursery on Friday afternoon but will be taking part, please bring them to the field at least 5 minutes before the start time.   They will remain your responsibility throughout the event.

· We would ask that all children remain seated unless they are taking part in a race.

· Unaccompanied children will be looked after by school staff. When it is your child’s turn to race they will be called to the start line. Please listen out for their name and bring them up to race. 

· Once their races are complete Nursery children may be taken home directly from the field. However, you must inform Mrs Dreher before you take your child home. Their belongings will need to be collected from Nursery.

· Please can all Nursery parents return the form below to confirm attendance (including if your child does not normally attend Nursery on a Friday afternoon). It is important we know numbers for teams as soon as possible.
Cross your fingers and toes for good weather!
