with early reading and writing?


Share books with them every day and talk about stories.


Encourage them to make marks and have a go at their own writing. 


Role model reading books and writing e.g. shopping lists and  cards.





Mathematics skills


Counting to 3, then 5, then 10 and beyond! 


Counting objects and actions, e.g. the number of steps you take.


Recognising and drawing numbers and matching to an amount.


Playing number games and solving number related questions with toys.


Singing number songs and action rhymes.


Recognising and naming the shapes around me.
