AIM: Increasing pupils’ participation in competitive sport and healthy activity by:
1. Providing a broad range of active Clubs, delivered by experienced and enthusiastic providers. 

Impact: 

· On average 290 pupils regularly participated in an average of 16 after school clubs. 

· PP pupils average 33% registered across all clubs – (same from previous year) PP pupils = 119
· PP pupils more evenly represented across all clubs with an average of not less than 25% in any club (19% in some 1 year ago) and an average PP pupil participation of 39% across all non fee paying clubs.
2. Promoting a broad range of sporting opportunities.

3. Introducing Intra- School Sports Competitions
Impact: All pupils across Foundation KS1 and KS2 now participate in competitive, organized sports, with a clear focus on teamwork and sportsmanship. 
These events are organized by Team Leaders/teachers and run, with the help of Y5 & Y6 Sports Leaders, in addition to a competitive sports’ day.
4. Encouraging Active Breaktimes
Impact: 
· Huff and Puff break time activities are now MTA supported, resulting in higher quality provision, and delivered by Y 5 & Y6 Playground Leaders.
· The MTAs & Young Sports Leaders received training from OCRA, ensuring pupils are skilled, challenged, extended and stimulated. 
· A new, broader range of equipment, targeting inactive pupils, was ordered by these staff, on the basis of this training.

· Huff and Puff is provided in KS2, KS1 and Foundation playgrounds.
AIM: To improve the pupils’ ability to excel in physical activities by:
1. Providing high quality PE and sports teaching
· Voluntary twilight training attended by staff in invasion games, dance and gymnastics.
· Y R – Y6 staff work alongside Mark Wickett, a high quality sports provider (advisor to the FA in developing children’s Fundamental Movement Skills)
· School Swimming provision is now planned and delivered by Head Coach at Tavistock Swimming Club.

· Many of the staff are actively involved in sport, including: 2 members of Tavistock Athletics Club, Rugby player from Saltash Rugby Club, Junior coach from Tavistock Rugby Club, Level 2 canoeing and kayaking instructor, Level 2 hockey coach and Tavistock Ladies’ Captain, member of Tavistock Triathlon Club, members of local gyms and enjoy running and cycling, and a selected representative of the GB Veterans’ Marathon and Triathlon teams.
· Every class is now involved in running a “weekly mile”, as part of the international scheme to encourage children to be more active and on a regular basis. 

Impact: 

· Teachers receiving input from sessions with Mark Wickett, gained improved subject knowledge, better extension of high ability pupils and evidence of increased levels of activity by the pupils was seen in both these sessions and teacher-led sessions that followed.
· The FUNs PE program focuses on developing the children’s fundamental movement skills. The children are continuously taught the benefit of these abilities within sporting contexts and how and when to apply them. As their fundamental movement skills are developed, they are provided with more competitive games situations in which to apply them.

· The cumulative distances run in the weekly mile are collected and recorded and demonstrate an increase in performance. This indicates greater stamina and therefore an increase in the ability of the children to engage and succeed in sports activities.

2. Pupils’ abilities are identified and extended
· To provide the children with the best possible opportunities, children are provided with differentiated swimming groups and tasks. 
· Extra training for the swimming, football, and cross-country squads has been provided to ensure we compete at the highest level
· The names of any pupils identified as unable to swim 25m by the end of Y6 are passed to Tavistock College, where extra sessions are provided.

· All pupils that show a keen interest or sporting potential are referred to local clubs, all of whom have good links with the school and, where appropriate, are nominated for awards locally. 

Impact: 

· Swimming attainment by the end of year 6 is above the National Average. The additional time and effort resulted in TCPNS winning the Swimming Gala for the first time in a number of years. Year 4 (academic year 17/18) 58% could swim 25 metres or over. (National 45% by end of Year 6).
· The cross-country Club has increased in popularity and has now expanded to include a separate KS1 and KS2 Club. They have continued to compete successfully in local tournaments at team and individual levels. 
· Sporting achievements in the academic year 2017/18 include success in Tavistock area football, indoor athletics, tag rugby and cross country teams, leading to representation in each at West Devon level. Winning the Swimming Gala was a particularly proud achievement.

AIM: To improve pupil’s health and well-being by:

1. Providing an encouraging environment to exercise for pupils who are overweight and/or reluctant to engage in physical activity
TCPNS involvement in the National Child Measurement Program (NCMP) provides data on the number of overweight and obese children in Reception and Year 6. Time and resources have been given this year to educating the pupils about diet and exercise, so that % is in line with, or below Devon LA % at the end of Year 6.

Impact:
· Addressing inactivity and maintaining a healthy diet with the purpose of reducing obesity was a key focus for the PE Action Plan.  The Devon Children and Young People’s Health and Wellbeing Survey of Year 4 and 6 pupils 2017 compared more favourably to the Devon average, in all aspects of physical activity.
2. Promoting a healthy lifestyle
· Staff members are encouraged to eat alongside the children in the dining hall, to promote healthy eating habits. This is reflected by a positive attitude to school dinners (55% at TCPNS vs. 36% Devon).
· Break time snacks are encouraged, but must be fruit or vegetable
· PSHCE sessions are used to discuss the impact of a healthy / unhealthy weight.

· To encourage discussions about food choices and healthy diets, packed lunches are eaten alongside school dinners and are also eaten from plates provided.

Impact:

· Numbers of school dinners continues to compare favourably against the Devon average (take up 55% /36%).
· Assemblies regarding sugar consumption and the acquisition of healthy diet information by the hall is making an impact – children comment that they are “eating the rainbow”.
