Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Your child will change and develop a lot in their time at Nursery. These are just some of the things they may learn to do...


* Talk and listen in lots of different situations


* Pour my own drinks


* Use the toilet independently


* Remember to wash my hands


* Dress myself e.g. put on my own coat and shoes


* Make choices e.g. what I want to play with, what I would like to choose from the snack cafe


* Tell you what I have been learning


* To have a go at new things


* Not to worry if I cannot do something the first time


* Play with others and learn to take turns








Mathematics skills


Counting to 3, then 5, then 10 and beyond! 


Counting objects and actions, e.g. the number of steps you take.


Recognising and drawing numbers and matching to an amount.


Playing number games and solving number related questions with toys.


Singing number songs and action rhymes.


Recognising and naming the shapes around me. 











Literacy/Communication and Language


Listening for sounds in the environment. 


Hearing rhythm and rhyme. 


Free mark making with a range of materials and media.


Recognise and write my name.


Looking at lots of books together.  We will be exploring a range of Traditional Tales.


Spring Term Topics


 Our new topics this term will include ‘Traditional tales’, ‘Valentines/People who Love Us’’ and ‘Chinese New Year’. We will listen to the stories of the Three Little Pigs, Goldilocks and the Three Bears and The Ugly Duckling. 


Some of our activities will include retelling the traditional tales, talking about the characters and different events in the tales, thinking about healthy breakfast choices, using positional language where a pig is in relation to the house. In Phonics, we will be learning about alliteration.
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Physical Development


Children will learn to run, balance and climb on the large equipment safely.


We will be developing our fine motor control using a range of tools, including pegs, tweezers, playdough, pencils, threading laces, pens and paint brushes.





How can I help my child
