Let’s Talk More!


Switch off and Talk! 


Did you know that 64% of babies and toddlers are watching TV and videos for an average of 2 hours a day? 


Spend time talking and playing together, with everything switched off.  


Why? Research shows that, for children      under 3 years old, playing on devices does not help them learn to understand and say new words.  It is even linked to delays in learning to talk.
